Greenhouse Gas Removal (Advanced) This report identifies the range of available
greenhouse gas removal methods, the factors that will affect their use and considers how
they may be deployed together to meet climate targets in the UK and globally.

The Sustainability Tool's carbon calculator has been specifically

designed for carbon management in the supply chain. The tool can

support supply chain organisations with calculating their annual,
organisational greenhouse gas emissions, and provide their clients with a

view of emissions embedded in their supply chains.
